Due to expenses for things such as spaying, neutering, vaccinations, heartworm preventative, heartworm
treatments and other veterinary costs, the Samoyed Club of Austin charges a $200.00 adoption fee to offset at
least a portion of the monies spent on veterinary care. All dogs are spayed/neutered, tested for heartworm,
microchipped and brought up to date on vaccinations prior to placement.

Our funds for rescue operating expenses come solely from donations and fundraising so your generosity is
greatly appreciated! Unfortunately, so many rescue dogs here in Texas test positive for heartworm and the
treatment for each dog can easily cost between from $500.00 to $800.00+ depending on the severity of the
heartworm infestation, weight and health condition of the individual dog.

Steps to adopt a Samoyed through the Samoyed Club of Austin:

1. Complete our Adoption Application — this is a mandatory requirement. Even if it seems like a hassle, it helps us
match you to a Samoyed waiting for adoption by providing insight to your preferences and lifestyle. It will also
give you an idea of what rescue looks for in a prospective home while giving us an idea of your expectations of
rescue. If you return your completed application via email (to get it back to us sooner), please also mail in a hard
copy with your signature for our files.

2. Having reviewed your application, our Rescue Coordinator will contact you about available dogs. Even if a
suitable dog isn't available, you'll be on the waiting list. We will set up a time for a SCA representative to visit with
you in your home to learn more about your household to help us better understand what type of dog would best fit
in with your family and lifestyle.

3. Be sure to maintain contact with us. It seems like for weeks there are none, and then dogs appear at our doorstep
in bunches. Please be patient. We are a very small, all-volunteer organization, easily distracted by things like
work, our dogs, plumbing leaks, and children; it may take a few days before we can get back to you.

4. If approved, you will be added to the waiting list for the dog you would like. Once we think there is a match, you
will get to meet the prospective dog in your home. We can then see how the first contact goes.

5. You must sign a contract, agree to its terms, and pay our modest adoption fee.

6. Be sure to visit our website often (http://www.scaustin.org) to view our listing of dogs available for adoption. With
increasing hits, we will move up on the search engine result lists, and that helps people find us all the more.
